Beginning Oil Painting- Term Class

Course Description: This course is designed to teach students how to use oil paints and pastels on a beginner level. Students will learn about brush handling and how to paint a complete painting using oil paint. Students will be introduced to color theory and different painting techniques along with becoming familiar with different artists that use oil paint and pastel. 

Course Objectives:

1. Students will be able to distinguish between different brushes.
2. Students will be able to create paintings starting with an underpainting.
3. Students will learn how to mix colors by creating a reproduction.
4. Students will learn how to care for their materials in the proper way.
5. Students will be able to understand and use all aspects of color theory. This includes the making of a color wheel, the properties of warm and cool colors, the formation of color harmonies, color mixing and the correct terminology associated with color. 
6. Students will be able to explore ways to apply paint to different surfaces such as paper, canvas, and Masonite. Pastels will be explored on a variety of textured papers.
7. Students will be able to understand the appropriate step by step process and materials associated with each medium. 
8. Students will be able to understand and use correct painting terminology and in the process develop a more extensive “painter’s vocabulary.”
9. Students will be able to exhibit a deeper understanding and appreciation for several artists, “their style” and “theories of painting.”

Evaluation:

Students will be evaluated on their sketchbook assignments, 2 painting assignments, (a reproduction and a landscape) oil pastel assignments, and an artist research assignment. 

Materials:
