Precedents: examples that become standard practice
Examples by Washington & Congress
1. “Mr. President”
2. Federal Judiciary Act (1789) – set up the federal (national) judicial system including the Supreme Court - 1st Chief Justice – John Jay
3. Created the Cabinet – President’s advisors
4. Inauguration Oath – added “so help me God” at swearing in ceremony
5. Two terms in office = 8 years
FIRST CABINET – Mix of ideas
Sec of State – Thomas Jefferson of VA in charge of foreign (international and domestic affairs
Sec of Treasury – Alex. Hamilton of NY in charge of the finances of the country; managed fed govt’s money
Sec of War – Henry Knox of MA in charge of defense of  the country
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
