Define the following terms:
1.  Plot
The chain of related events that tells us what happens in the story
2.  Basic Situation
The beginning of the story, where the setting, characters and main problem or conflict are introduced.
3.  Conflict
A problem faced by the main character
4.  External Conflict
A problem the main character faces from a person, a group, or natural forces.  (a problem that happens outside the character’s mind)
5.  Internal Conflict
A problem the main character faces that comes from his or her emotions.  (i.e. shyness, fear, anger)
6.  Climax
Usually the most exciting part of the story.  Where the conflict is resolved one way or another.
7.  Resolution
The part of the story where loose ends are wrapped up.  (the happily ever after part)
8.  Subplot
Plots that are part of the larger story but are not as important.
9.  Parallel Episode
Where the author or storyteller repeats the main outline an episode several times, sometimes with a slightly different outcome.  (Three Little Pigs:  when the wolf huffs and puffs three different times.)
