PAINTING I YEARLONG
Department of Visual Arts
Term I, II, and III

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This yearlong painting course is an upper level art class for the highly motivated art student. It introduces watercolor, acrylic, and pastels to the beginner and develops a mastery of these media to the student who decides to take IB Art Seminar. Color theory and a variety of techniques appropriate for each medium will be explored. Drawing skills and art theory acquired in Drawing I will be utilized and applied. Sketchbooks will become an integral part of the student’s life as he/she records ideas, thoughts and discoveries as well as preliminary thumbnails and sketched for paintings. Self- discipline, intrinsic motivation and creativity will be emphasized.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

1. Students will be able to understand and use all aspects of color theory. This includes the making of a color wheel, the properties of warm and cool colors, the formation of color harmonies, color mixing and the correct terminology associated with color. 
2. Students will be able to utilize color mood, particularly those of hot and cool colors, how they can be used to advance or recede within a picture plane. 
3. Students will learn techniques of watercolor, acrylic, and pastels as drawing/painting medium.
4. Students will be able to explore ways to apply paint to different surfaces such as paper, canvas, and Masonite. Pastels will be explored on a variety of textured papers.
5. Students will be able to understand the appropriate step by step process and materials associated with each medium. 
6. Students will be able to understand and use correct painting terminology and in the process develop a more extensive “painter’s vocabulary.”
7. Students will be able to exhibit a deeper understanding and appreciation for several artists, “their style” and “theories of painting.”
8. The students will learn how to care for painting materials and equipment properly.
9. Students will exhibit application of knowledge learned in Drawing I and II and be able to apply acquired knowledge to other art classes. 
10. Students will develop the motivation and discipline to keep a sketchbook that will be a visual record of the artist’s thoughts ideas, expressions, interpretations and experimentation of media. The sketchbook will also hold all acquired information received from visits to museums and galleries etc..
11. Students will develop personal creativity and explore their own “visual voice.”
12. Students will begin to look at ordinary objects, landscapes, portraits, etc…through the eyes of an artist and make visual expressions of these subjects using watercolor, acrylic and pastels. 

EVALUATION: The students’ grades for each term will be based on the following:

Weekly Sketchbook- (Painting Techniques) Sketchbooks are due in 109 in the appropriate basket on the designated due date before 1st Mod. The students will be required to draw, research and experiment with materials outside of the classroom time to further develop their painting skills and to apply acquired knowledge. Once painting techniques are introduced in the classroom, the students will be required to apply the techniques to weekly painting assignments completed at home. 

Daily work and exercises, critiques, and clean-up- The students will come prepared to class to work on existing paintings or use the time to research ideas and experiment with tools and techniques. Daily attendance will be taken and observation will be made on the students’ use of studio time and overall attitude in class.

LARGE PAINTING ASSIGNMENTS:
Criteria for evaluating paintings:

1. TECHNIQUE (How well student utilizes methods of rendering to create realism with paint)
2. COMPOSITION (Good structure of design elements)
3. COLOR (Students were able to mix colors accurately and utilize color theory.)
4. CREATIVITY (Students solved a visual problem in a unique individual manner.)
5. APPLIED KNOWELDGE (Evidence that the student understands material introduced and can apply it to his/her work)
6. DRAWING OF SUBJECT MATTER (Was the drawing accurate, proportional with the relationships between subject matter etc..?)
7. Additional criteria may be used for specific assignments. 

QUIZZES/EXAMS: Students may be given quizzes or exams on terms and techniques learned throughout the year. These will be used to ensure their understanding of the material.

MATERIALS:
Students will be supplied with all of the necessary paints, palettes, papers, canvases, brushes and other tools needed for each term. Consumable materials may be kept by students but tools such as brushes, palettes, and pastel sets are on loan and must be returned in CLEAN and in GOOD CONDITION. Students will be supplied with one sketchbook at the beginning of the term. Other sketchbooks will be supplied as needed.
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
