5-2 Cell Structure
Despite differences in size and shape, there are certain structures that are common to most cells.  These are:



1.  cell membrane, or outer boundary


2.   nucleus, or control center


3.   cytoplasm, or material between the cell membrane and the nucleus

	Cell Part
	Location
	Functions

	Cell Membrane
	Outer edge of the cell
	Regulates what enters and leaves the cell and also aides in the protection and support of the cell.
Maintain homeostasis.

	Cell Wall
	Surrounds the cell membranes in organisms such as plants, algae and some bacteria; lies outside of the cell membrane
	Helps to protect and support the cell
Very porous, water, oxygen, carbon dioxide, and others can pass through easily

Primary and secondary cell wall

	Nucleus
	Generally found in the center of the cell (animal cells)

	Information center of the cell
Contains DNA

Directs all the activities that occur in a living cell

	Nuclear Envelope


	Surrounds the nucleus
	Has holes (pores) in it to allow large molecules to move in and out of nucleus

	Nucleolus
	Made up of RNA & proteins
Found within the nucleus


	Ribosomes are made here

	Cytoplasm
	Area between the cell membrane and the nucleus
	Contain the organelles
