Geometry Syllabus
Instructor - Mr. Anderson
Scope and Sequence

Geometry is the study of figures in a space of a given number of dimensions and of a given type.  

The following subjects will be covered during the course of this class: Vocabulary of Geometry, Polygons, Triangles, Logic and Proof, Area and Volume, Right Triangles, Triangle Congruency, and Circles.  All content and materials are aligned to Keystone Anchors.
Materials
· A folder and notebook paper will be provided to you upon request.

· A set of calculators is available for school use, but are not to be taken home.  It is strongly suggested that you acquire a scientific calculator for homework.

· The textbook we will use is Prentice-Hall Geometry. 

· If a homework assignment is due, bring it with you at the start of class.  

Classroom Rules

Do Not Impede The Learning Process

· Be on time.  If you are late, bring a pass from your previous destination.  When the bell rings, you must be in your seat, not standing outside in the doorway or walking around the room.

· Do not talk to your classmates.  If you have a question, ask me, not your neighbor.  Save discussions with your friends for another time.

· Do not to sleep in class.  If you are ill, sign out and go to the nurse. 
· Don’t talk while your instructor is speaking.

· Raise your hand to be recognized to talk.  If you are recognized to talk, it must be in a constructive and orderly fashion.

You Have An Assigned Seat, Stay In It

· Walking around the room is distracting and takes time away from learning.  If you need a calculator, paper, or a pencil, raise your hand and I will get it for you.  Stay in your seat from the starting bell until the end of class unless directed otherwise.  Place your trash in the garbage can as you leave the room.
· No one will be permitted to leave the room during the first and last five minutes of class.  To leave the room for any reason, you must sign out on the sign-out clipboard and take the appropriate pass.  You are subject to a 5-minute time limit; if you don’t return within this time frame you may jeopardize further requests to leave the room.  You must also sign in when you return to class.  

Respect Others

· If you need something please ask.  If I have the item you need, I’ll get it for you.  Don’t go into my desk, or through some else’s belongings without permission.

· Don’t use foul language or gossip.

Observe All School Rules

· Dress appropriately, and remember the prohibitions on IPOD/CD players, cell phones, electronic games, hats, and food/beverages/candy outside of the cafeteria.  

Grading

Grades are calculated by assigning a point value to each assignment and averaging all of the assignments for the marking period.  Tests and quizzes are worth from 20 to 70 points each.  Homework and classwork, which is collected frequently, with your work clearly shown, is worth 10 points for each assignment.  A daily preparation and performance grade will be worth 3 points each day, and each bell ringer is worth 2 points.

Based on previous classes, the assignments will have the following (approximate) weights in determining your marking period grade. 

Tests, Quizzes, and Bell Ringers
40%

Classwork and Homework

35%

Class Preparation/Performance
25%

Tests and quizzes will be retaken on an announced date approximately one week after the original assessment for those students who score below an 80%.  Subsequent retakes are available during Monday Extra Help sessions.

Assignments that are due on a specific date and are submitted at the beginning of class are considered late and are subject to a penalty.  Assignments can be turned in late, up to an announced cut-off date, for half the original credit.
A student may also earn two points of extra credit by completing questions on the board.

A marking period grade of incomplete will be issued to individuals with extenuating circumstances.  All incompletes must be made up by the end of the tenth day after the end of the marking period or a zero will be issued for all outstanding work.

The final course grade will be calculated by averaging the student’s four marking period grades.

Grades will be posted on Power School, and distributed twice each marking period for parent/guardian signatures.
Absence from Class

School policy states that regular attendance is important for students to be successful at CCTI.  You are encouraged to attend every class; poor attendance will hinder the learning process and result in lower test and quiz scores.  Each absence also lowers your class performance and Bell Ringer grades.  

· If you are absent from school on a test/quiz day, you do not have to make up the test/quiz on the day you return.  However, you must make up the test/quiz on the date selected by your instructor.

· If you are absent from school on a day that homework is assigned or due, you are given extended time to complete the assignment (see the student handbook for details).  If an assignment is returned after that period of time, then credit for the assignment will be reduced.

· If there is an absence due to an appointment, field trip, etc., is your responsibility to know what went on during the class period, and you will be responsible for any assignment.

· Students who are excessively absent from class will be required to complete extra assignments in order to demonstrate adequate content knowledge.
