Your child will receive instruction in our school district’s language instruction educational program
(LIEP), which is designed to overcome language barriers, making content comprehensible, and to help
him/her develop their English language proficiency.

When you completed the home language survey at the time of enrollment, you indicated that your child
speaks or is/was exposed to a language other than English. We also verified this during the parent
interview. Because of this, we gave your child an English proficiency test. Based on the results of this
test, your child is eligible to participate in the LIEP. The specific supports and services that your child
will receive in the LIEP will be based on the results from this test (initially), how well your child is doing
in school, and other educational information about your child that teachers will compile throughout the
course of the year.

The LIEP is designed to help your child learn English so that your child will be able to meet academic
standards, succeed in school, and eventually graduate from high school. If your child has a disability and
an Individualized Education Program (IEP), personnel in the LIEP will work closely with the special
education staff to ensure that all supports and services are provided and that they complement each other.
